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ABSTRACT

characterize the key directions for adapting the Russian public administration system to contemporary complex conditions.
The subject of the research is a comprehensive analysis of the Russian economy, ranging from mapping methodologies
to the digitalization of public administration. The study concludes that the effectiveness of Russian public administration
under crisis conditions may be enhanced through the implementation of a hybrid governance model in which centralized
management within a mobilization economy framework is complemented by a buffer of flexible public policy instruments.
Such a combination may reduce the response time of the public administration system to crisis situations both through
rapid centralized decision-making and through flexible and timely responses to evolving crisis dynamics. The findings of
the study may be useful for representatives of public authorities, crisis management specialists, and analysts involved in
the development of public administration systems.

Purpose: This study examines the influence of government fertility policies on total fertility rates (TFR) across seven
culturally diverse countries: South Korea, Japan, Singapore, Russia, France, Sweden, and Canada, analyzing policy
effectiveness and implementation patterns from 1970 to 2024. Design/methodology/approach: The research employs
a dual methodological approach combining systematic literature review with comparative policy analysis. Fertility
policies are categorized into material policies (financial incentives) and humanistic care policies (work-life balance
support). The study analyzes policy implementation timing and corresponding TFR changes, utilizing longitudinal data
from UN population statistics. Findings: The analysis reveals a consistent 10-year lag between policy implementation
and observable TFR impacts. Material policies, including newborn bonuses and childcare allowances, show varying
effectiveness across countries. Nations implementing comprehensive approaches combining material and humanistic
policies (France, Sweden) maintained higher TFR levels compared to those focusing primarily on financial incentives
(South Korea, Japan). Despite significant policy investments, East Asian countries continue struggling with sub-1.0 TFR,
suggesting the influence of broader sociocultural factors. Research limitations: The study’s focus on seven countries,
while representing diverse cultural zones, may limit generalizability to other contexts. Additionally, some statistical
data and benefit amounts cited in this study may not reflect the most recent policy updates, as government programs
are frequently revised. Readers should consult official government sources for the latest figures. Practical implications:
The findings indicate that successful fertility policies require both immediate financial support and long-term societal
adaptation measures, emphasizing the need for policy patience in evaluating effectiveness. Specifically, countries that
combine material incentives with humanistic care policies (e.g., France and Sweden) demonstrate higher TFR levels,
while nations relying primarily on financial measures (e.g., South Korea and Japan) show limited success despite
substantial investment. The study contributes to the theoretical understanding of the dual-dimensional policy framework
(material vs. humanistic) and provides evidence-based recommendations for designing integrated fertility policies
that address both economic barriers and sociocultural factors. Originality/value: This research uniquely categorizes
fertility policies into material and humanistic approaches while establishing a clear temporal relationship between
policy implementation and fertility outcomes. The study’s longitudinal analysis provides valuable insights into policy
effectiveness across different cultural contexts, contributing to evidence-based fertility policy design.

INTRODUCTION

The matter of national fertility has been a significant
subject from ancient times, particularly in the modern
era when the industrial revolution resulted in a sub-
stantial population growth followed by a consistent
decrease. Therefore, governments initiated diverse
fertility strategies to encourage the preservation of
replacement fertility levels. Nevertheless, throughout
the 21st century, there has been a consistent decrease
in fertility rates, resulting in countries like Japan and
South Korea having a total fertility rate (TFR) of ap-
proximately 1.

Implementing effective population policy strate-
gies can help countries to sustain their populations at
or slightly below the replacement level. A study con-
ducted by Bonoli demonstrates that the degree of child
protection and family wellbeing serves as a significant
determinant of fertility [1]. Furthermore, reducing the
expense associated with childbirth enhances individu-

als’ inclination to become parents. Therefore, there
exists a direct correlation between policy and fertility.
This paper presents a case study that examines how
policies implemented across many countries affect
fertility rates. It does a comparative analysis of these
policies in different countries to demonstrate the in-
fluence of fertility policies on the total fertility rate
over a period of time. For choosing 7 countries in this
article, the study provides an extensive analysis of
global value orientation research [2]. It examines vari-
ous cultural regions and encompasses a wide range of
societal characteristics, such as egalitarianism, intel-
lectual autonomy, mastery, and embeddedness. The
main objective of the study is to comprehensively as-
sess different policy approaches and their influence on
fertility trends. The selection of these seven specific
countries is based on their representation of distinct
cultural zones as identified by Schwartz [2], ensuring
diversity across egalitarianism, intellectual autonomy,

mastery, hierarchy, and embeddedness dimensions.
This allows the study to capture a broad spectrum of
sociocultural contexts influencing fertility policy ef-
fectiveness. Additionally, these countries were selected
due to the availability of longitudinal data and the
existence of well-documented fertility policy interven-
tions, enabling robust comparative analysis.

This study also aims to category the policy meas-
ures implemented by the state into two main areas:
material policies, which concentrate on providing fi-
nancial, physical, and resource assistance, and human
care policies, which prioritize the well-being, rights,
and rights of individuals engaged in the reproductive
process. Next, this study gives the years of initial im-
plementation of policy and policy additions, due to the
following completive analysis, which shows a whole
picture of positive relationship between policy and
reproduction rate in some extent.

LITERATURE REVIEW- FERTILITY
SUPPORT POLICIES: CASES
OF SEVERAL COUNTRIES
South Korea

Korea is among the nations grappling with significant
birth rate challenges and has implemented two signifi-
cant modifications to its fertility strategy. According
to UN data, South Korea’s TFR declined dramatically
from 4.53 in 1970 to 2.83 in 1980, further dropping to
1.57 in 1990 and 1.48 in 2000, reflecting the impact of
rapid industrialization and urbanization [3]. In 1962,
Korea’s fertility program was primarily focused on
exerting control. The Korean government did not shift
its policy from one of control to one of promoting re-
production until 2004. This move also involved a shift
from a policy of having fewer children to one of having
more children [3]. The “Social Committee on Low Birth
Rate and Aging” was founded by the Korean govern-
ment in 2005. It consists of 12 departments, including
finance, labor, and education. In that same year, the
agency implemented the “Comprehensive Measures
to Address Low Birth Rate (2006—2010)” [3]. This ini-
tiative aims to establish a robust childcare system,
foster a work environment that supports families, and
increase social investment in the future generation
[3]. In the same year, the Government introduced the
Sprout Program, with the objective of augmenting
household incomes to alleviate the financial strain
on families and enhance the proportion of child al-
lowances [3].

In 2008, the Ministry of Health and Welfare re-
leased the National Development Blueprint 2030

Health Investment Strategy. According to this strategy,
the government will fully fund medical expenses for
women during pregnancy and childbirth and will also
waive medical expenses for children up to the age of
one. Additionally, women will be entitled to a mini-
mum of 90 to 120 days of paid leave and 12 months of
parental leave, while men will have the right to take
five days of paternity leave. The employer fully covers
the cost of maternity leave for the initial 60 days, while
the government provides financial assistance for the
subsequent 30 days. Additionally, women who have
taken professional interruptions can access training
and internships opportunities [4.] In 2011, the govern-
ment initiated the second iteration of the Low Fertility
Program, aimed at promoting a balance between fam-
ily and work. This program offers several incentives,
including complimentary housing and schooling for
couples with multiple children [5].

Korea’s fertility policy does indeed influence the
birth rate. The fertility rate experienced an increase
from 1.1 in 2006 to 1.26 in 2012. However, this up-
ward trend was short-lived, as Korea’s fertility rate
subsequently entered a decreasing trajectory once
again, falling to 0.84 in 2020 and reaching a record
low of 0.72 in 2023.! The Korean government created
the fourth iteration of the Low Fertility Program in
response to the consecutive decreases in the total fer-
tility rate.? The program offers a monthly childcare
stipend of $ 225 and extends the exemption of tuition
fees for large families up to the university level.

According to Korea JoongAng Ilbo, the South Ko-
rean government has augmented the amount of sub-
sidies in 2024. Families with infants under the age of
one will now receive a monthly sum of 1 million won,
while families with babies aged one to two will receive
$375 per month.? In December 2023, Mayor Yoo Jung-
book of Incheon put forward the 100 Million + i Dream
initiative (see Fig. I). Under this program, newborns
would receive $75,000) in benefits from birth until
they reach adulthood. The aim of this proposal is to

incentivize people to have children and prompt the
government to re-evaluate its policies in order to ad-
dress the issue of declining fertility rates.*
Japan

Japan’s fertility rate decreased to a level of roughly
2.1, which is considered the replacement level for
fertility, soon after World War II [6]. Subsequently,
Japan’s fertility rate had a continuous decrease from
2.131in 1970 to 1.91 in 1975 and 1.75 in 1980, ulti-
mately reaching a value of 1.57 in the late 1980s [7].
The decline continued through the following dec-
ades, with TFR reaching 1.36 in 2000, partially recov-
ering to 1.45 in 2015, before declining again to 1.20
in 2023.° The main determinant behind the decrease
in Japan’s fertility rate was the delay in individuals’
weddings [6]. Subsequently, the Japanese government
has implemented a range of reproductive initiatives.
The programs were structured into three primary
elements: childcare services, parental leave, and
financial aid in the form of child allowances [6].
Nevertheless, these efforts failed to provide a swift
recovery in fertility rates. The Child-Raising Leave
Law was enacted by the Conference of Japan in 1991.
The legislation mandated uncompensated parental
leave for both mothers and fathers, a policy that

failed to alleviate the burden on women to partici-
pate in the workforce and did not mitigate the finan-
cial expenses associated with raising children [8].
The Japanese government has initiated a new pro-
gram called “Measures to Counteract the Decline in
Fertility”. This program aims to enhance economic
activities in the fields of employment, maternal and
child health, psychological therapy, and education.
Nevertheless, Japan’s overall fertility rate continues
to decrease. In 2005, Japan’s overall fertility rate had
declined to 1.26.

Following that, the Government of Japan has inten-
sified its efforts on childbearing policies. The federal
authorities have implemented a policy where individu-
als get 13% of their regular income during childcare
and 67% of the childcare leave benefit,® as mandated
by the Labor Law and the Employment Insurance Law.
In addition, the Japanese government has undertaken
other efforts to encourage births. As an illustration,
the government has implemented several measures
to address the issue. These include augmenting one-
time financial assistance, lowering tuition fees, and
promoting private investment in childcare facilities.”
Additionally, there is the “Safe Child-Raising Program”

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which offers subsidies, job counseling, and other sup-
port to low-income families. As well, the Japanese gov-
ernment has actively encouraged men to take parental
leave as part of their efforts to tackle the declining
birth rate.® Consequently, the Japanese government
has implemented measures that have led to an in-
crease in childcare assistance, the introduction of in-
surance coverage, and the expansion of the existing
subsidy system to include insurance coverage. Due
to these policies and others, the total fertility rate in
Japanese society was brought down to 1.42 in 2015.
Following this, the Japanese government implemented
several measures, including the “Marriage and New
Life Support Program” in 2021, to encourage an in-
crease in the fertility rate. These policies aim to create
a social environment that is favorable for childbear-
ing and provide financial assistance and resources for
infants and young children, among other initiatives.
These policies are designed to encourage an increase
in the birth rate by fostering a social environment
that is favorable to childbirth, and by providing fi-
nancial assistance and resources for newborns and
early children.’

Currently, Japan is implementing several fertil-
ity policies to address the declining fertility rate. As
part of these efforts, the Ministry of Health, Labor and
Welfare (MHLW) has revised its policy to increase the
current childbirth allowance from $ 3,300.'° Based on
the optimization of policies, the Japanese government
has developed a complete childcare support system as
shown in Fig. 2.

Singapore
Singapore’s fertility policy implementation is similar
to Korea’s, since both first adopted a policy aimed at
curbing population increase. Subsequently, a policy
shift occurred. Singapore’s TER declined sharply from
3.07 in 1970 to 1.82 in 1980, and further fluctuated
between 1.87 in 1990 and 1.60 in 2000, before drop-

ping to 1.15 in 2010 and reaching 0.97 in 2023.!! In
1983, the Singaporean government-initiated efforts to
promote childbirth among its residents, including the
implementation of the Graduate Mother Program [9].
This program specifically targets women who have
completed their university education, encouraging
them to raise a family. If they had further children,
they would get tax benefits and have precedence in se-
lecting schools for their offspring. In 1986, Singapore’s
societal motto was revised to “Having a second child is
preferable to having three,” accompanied by the imple-
mentation of several cost-effective incentives aimed at
promoting childbirth [10]. For example, tax rebates for
childbirth, tax rebates for children of working mothers,
subsidies for childcare, Medisave accounts to finance
the expenses of giving birth, and government housing
privileges allowing families with a third child to sell
their property three years ahead of time at market
rates, aiming to counteract the ongoing decline in fer-
tility rates [10]. The Singaporean government imple-
mented the Baby Bonus Cash Scheme (BBCS) in 2001
with the aim of promoting marriage and childbirth.
The program offered parents a monetary incentive of
$ 6,000 for the first and second kid, which increased to
$7,500 for the third child. Additionally, it included the
creation of a Child Development Account (CDA) and
a 15% income tax exemption for the first child under
the Parent Tax Relief System (PTRS) [10]. The objec-
tive is to promote and incentivize Singaporeans to
initiate and establish families, enter into matrimony,
and procreate. Furthermore, the Singapore govern-
ment enhanced the incentives in 2004, 2008, 2013, and
2015 [10]. The Singaporean government initiated the
“20-2020” initiative in 2017 with the aim of augment-
ing the rate of female employment [10].

In Singapore, mothers are granted a maternity
leave period of 16 weeks, while males are granted
a paternity leave period of 2 weeks. Additionally, both
parents are entitled to 6 days of paid parental leave
and 6 days of unpaid parental leave every year.!?

The Government provides a monthly subsidy of up
to $ 600 for childcare services, specifically for sending
children to approved daycare centers. As of 2024, the

Baby Bonus Cash Gift provides $11,000 for the first
and second child, and $13,000 for the third and sub-
sequent children. The Singaporean government aims
to achieve a coverage of 80% for childcare institutions
by 2025.% In conclusion, housing will be prioritized for
families with children, and couples requiring assisted
reproduction would qualify for a government payment
of up to 75%.1*
Russia

Russia has the largest landmass in the world and
exhibits the lowest population density. Due to the
increase in births after World War II, Russia’s overall
fertility rate declined from 4.25 in 1940 to 2.13 in
1965 [11]. Historically, Russia’s TFR stood at 2.00 in
1970 and 1.86 in 1980, before briefly rising to 2.05 in
1985. By 1991, Russia had a significant decline in its
total fertility rate, which dropped to 1.15, resulting in
a demographic catastrophe. The TER further declined
to 1.34 in 1995 and 1.21 in 2000 [11]. In general,
the fertility rate in Russia has been consistently
decreasing since 1960. To counteract the declining
population growth, the Russian government
implemented a strategy in 2006 to provide incentives
for childbirth. The monthly stipend for families with
children up to 1.5 years old has been raised from
$25 to $55 (at 2006 exchange rates). For second
and subsequent children, the payment has been
increased to $110 per month. Additionally, women
are eligible to receive 40% of their earnings during
their maternity leave.' Further, in 2007, the Russian
Government implemented the Demographic Policy
of the Russian Federation for the time frame until
2025.'¢ This program increased the quantity of
several categories of allowances and implemented
a minimum benefit of $ 356 for women who had less
than 2 years of work experience or are jobless, among
other provisions. In the same year, the Maternal
Capital Act was enacted, offering a monetary
incentive of $10,000 (at 2007 exchange rates)
from the Government to women with two or more
children [12]. In general, Russia’s fertility strategy
is more extensive. It includes various measures such

as the construction of childcare facilities around
the country, provision of early education, financial
subsidies, and support for assisted reproduction [13].

Due to these incentives, the fertility rate in Rus-
sia started to display a consistent recovery. In 2016,
the Minister of Labor and Social Protection of the
Russian Federation highlighted that the total fertil-
ity rate in Russia increased from 1.3 in 2006 to 1.8 in
2015. However, since then the TFR has declined again,
falling to 1.50 in 2020 and 1.41 in 2023.17 As of 2024,
the maternal capital program provides $ 6,810 for the
first child and $8,999 for the second child (if the fam-
ily did not receive the benefit for the first child) [14].
Therefore, it is evident that the Russian government
has managed to implement a set of policy measures
aimed at eliminating numerous factors affecting the
decline in population.

France

Following two devastating wars that significantly
reduced the population of the country, the French
government initiated a campaign to encourage birth
control. This included implementing a number of
measures aimed at boosting the fertility rate of the
nation. France’s TFR declined from 2.47 in 1970 to 1.95
in 1980 and 1.78 in 1990, before recovering to 1.89 in
2000 and reaching 2.03 in 2010 — one of the highest
levels in Europe. However, the TFR has since declined
to 1.83in 2020 and 1.68 in 2023.1®

Following the conclusion of World War II,
France implemented a comprehensive social se-
curity system that includes several forms of fi-
nancial aid for families. These include mater-
nity allowance, family allowance, single wage
allowance, prenatal allowance, and more [15].
However, despite the adoption of this strategy, the
fertility rate continued to decline. Following 1980,
the government implemented further changes to the
existing family policy, which included the introduction
of measures like as paid parental leave, work coordina-
tion, and early childhood care [16].

Starting from 1995, the French government im-
plemented measures to promote fertility among its
citizens. These measures included enacting laws to
provide rights and benefits for working women after
giving birth, tying the amount of taxes a family pays to
the number of children they have, and legally ensur-

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ing that children born within or outside of marriage
have equal rights.!” Furthermore, the French govern-
ment has established a range of early childhood care
and youth communities to address the challenge of
balancing career and family responsibilities for par-
ents, particularly working mothers. Additionally, they
provide economic and policy support, such as living
concessions, for families with multiple children.?

France’s incentive policy comprises three main
elements: providing direct financial compensation
to alleviate the financial strain of having children on
families, implementing policies and creating social
mechanisms to minimize conflicts between work and
family life, and establishing diverse educational in-
stitutions to ensure the well-being and development
of its citizens. Thanks to the implementation of these
regulations, France has successfully achieved a total
fertility rate that is close to replacement levels.

Nevertheless, it is important to acknowledge that
France’s economic advantages are substantial, as
shown by the present policy of providing 60 percent
of the average monthly pay per newborn kid.?! Regard-
ing family allowances, as of April 2024, households
with two children receive a monthly family allowance
of $161 which increases to $ 400 for three children,
with an additional $ 175.8for each subsequent child.
Additionally, a supplement of $ 88 is provided for each
child aged 14 and above.?

Sweden

Sweden is internationally recognized as a prominent
welfare state. Following the 1930s, the Swedish Gov-
ernment implemented an initial family strategy and
started enhancing material advantages to foster so-
cial fairness-In 1948, Sweden implemented a child
allowance system; as of 2024, each child is granted
a monthly stipend of $ 138 until they reach the age of
16. Sweden’s TFR has fluctuated notably: from 1.92
in 1970 to 1.68 in 1980, rising to 2.13 in 1990, then
declining to 1.54 in 2000, recovering to 1.98 in 2010,
and dropping again to 1.66 in 2020 and 1.45 in 2023.%

In Sweden, the cost of childcare is determined by the
parents’ income. However, the community’s public
funds pay 80 percent of the cost [17]. In 1974, Sweden
became the global pioneer in substituting maternity
leave with parental leave. In 1995, the government
granted dads of newborns a 12-month period of paid
parental leave, specifically for one month, often re-
ferred to as Father’s Month. Starting from 2002, par-
ents are eligible to receive 80 percent of their regular
wage as paid parental leave, regardless of whether they
had a biological kid or adopted one [18]. During this
time frame, each parent is entitled to a combined total
of 480 days of paid maternity leave. Either parent may
choose to take parental leave for a full day, half day, or
four times the normal duration until the kid becomes
8 years old [19]. Furthermore, the Swedish govern-
ment offers state study subsidies to individuals aged
16 to 20 who are enrolled in full-time education. The
award amount begins at $ 121 per person and will rise
to $144 per person from 2018 [20]. In Sweden, there is
a housing subsidy policy in place. This policy allows
individuals to apply for subsidies when their hous-
ing expenses surpass $ 155 per month. Additionally,
Sweden offers various services and initiatives, such
as specialized day-care facilities, to cater to children
under the age of seven [21].

The Swedish family policy has evolved and devel-
oped over many decades of thorough investigation
and analysis. The implementation of policies aimed at
fostering gender equality has led to the development
of a supportive social and familial environment. This,
in turn, has indirectly contributed to the promotion
of fertility and has resulted in a consistently high and
steady fertility rate in Sweden.

Canada
Canada’s baby boom occurred after the Second World
War, with total fertility rates ranging from a high of 3.94
to alow of 1.51 in 1959 and 2002, respectively, and then
stabilizing between 1.61 and 1.68.* More specifically,
Canada’s TFR stood at 2.33 in 1970, declined to 1.74 in
1980 and 1.71 in 1990, reached 1.51 in 2000, partially
recovered to 1.63 in 2010, before declining again to
1.40 in 2020 and 1.33 in 2023.%° The peculiarities of

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the Canadian government have led to cultural and
policy variations from region to region. For example,
the Canadian government introduced paid maternity
leave in 1971, family allowances in 1974, and parental
leave in 1996, which is shared by both parents, while
Quebec expanded the duration of the leave and made
it mandatory for men to take the leave as well, and also
included self-employed home buyers, which increased
benefits and lowered the threshold, covering more
people than the federal grant [22]. The federal grant
program covers more people than the federal grant
program.

In 1988, for example, Quebec launched three pro-
grams to increase the fertility rate by paying a $315
newborn allowance to women for their first child ($192
from the federal government) and a $5,040 maternity
grant for their third child.? The high benefits and gen-
erous maternity leave allowed Quebec’s fertility rate to
rise from 1.49 in 1988 to 1.72 in 1990, but after 1990
the number of children born began to decline, and it
was felt that although the policy favoured a third child,
a third child would be counterproductive to the needs
of the family, and the enthusiasm for childbearing was
not sustained for long.?’

And while there are still slight differences in policy
between the states in Canada today, federally, the Cana-
dian government pays the Canada Child Benefit (CCB) to
eligible families, with a maximum of $5684.5 per year for
children under 6 and $ 4796 per year for children aged
6—17 (as of the July 2024 — June 2025 benefit year).2

With regard to maternity leave, mothers are entitled
to a maximum of 15 weeks’ paid maternity leave and
a shared parental leave of up to 35 weeks, with 55 per
cent of the guaranteed income, which can be extended
to a maximum of 61 weeks with a weekly benefit of 33
per cent of the average insurable income.?

METHODOLOGY
The approach used in this paper involves the two key
components of a literature review and comparative

analysis, hence it is dual-pronged. The first phase of
this method includes looking into the available litera-
ture and policies that address the issue at hand for the
population under study. In conducting the literature
review, we adopt a systematic approach which ensures
that all sources are captured comprehensively; these
include peer-reviewed articles, books, policy docu-
ments, among other relevant publications. To support
the longitudinal analysis spanning 1970-2024, TFR
data were obtained from the United Nations World
Population Prospects (2024 Revision) database, which
provides consistent and comparable fertility estimates
for all seven countries across the entire study period.*

Simultaneously but separately, we embark on
a comparative analysis on different policies through
different countries. By doing this we are able to tease
out commonalities, dissonances and new perspec-
tives that may not be obvious when these sources are
considered in isolation. This approach helps us to un-
derstand the material at a deeper level — to realize
that different countries’ policies may have different
emphases, or to see that certain policies have inherent
limitations despite their obvious advantages.

This study creates a framework of policy that splits
material policies from humanistic care policies; the
former concern tangible aspects while the latter focus
on well-being and dignity of individuals in a rights-
based approach. By adopting this dual classification
approach, the article presents a synthesized structure
of information — thus making it easier for readers to
appreciate how different dimensions of policies relate
to the same topic.

Furthermore, the seven countries chosen for this
article are mainly based on Schwartz’s research, where
he presents the characteristics and influences of sev-
en countries according to their cultural characteris-
tics, and further he divides the world into a total of
eight cultural zones, namely West European, English-
speaking, Latin American, East-Central and Baltic Eu-
ropean, Orthodox East European, South Asia, Confu-
cian influenced and African and Middle Eastern [2].
However, based on factors such as the difficulty of
obtaining relevant research and the small number of
studies, this paper does not cover research in the three
regions (Latin American, East-Central and Baltic Eu-
ropean and African and Middle Eastern).

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Therefore, our study selects countries from the
remaining five cultural zones and covers almost all
of the seven traits proposed by Schwartz [2]. In West
European, we chose Sweden for the egalitarianism
trait and France for the intellectual autonomy trait. In
English-speaking, Canada was chosen to tend towards
the trait of affective autonomy, and Japan was chosen
to tend towards the trait of mastery. In South Asia
choose Singapore for the trait of (slightly) embedded-
ness. In Confucian influenced, South Korea is chosen
for the hierarchy trait, and finally, Russia is chosen in
the middle of the traits to represent the Orthodox East
European cultural area. Thus, the study of population
policy in these countries is sufficiently representative
of the world to a certain extent.

RESULTS AND DISCUSSIONS
We have the capability to distinguish between two
categories of instruments based on our analysis of
demographic policies across several nations: mate-
rial policies and humanistic care policies. Material
policy refers to the provision of material and financial
support with the goal of raising the birth rate, while
a humanistic care policy prioritizes the provision of

compassionate and respectful care that upholds each
person’s dignity and individuality with the goal of
increasing the birth rate.

As a result, each of the aforementioned nations
has a unique birth policy, and Table I and Table 2 il-
lustrates the minor variations in each nation’s actual
execution and impact.

Based on Table 1, we can observe that most coun-
tries offer some form of financial assistance for fami-
lies with children, such as newborn bonuses, childcare
allowances, educational subsidies, reproductive al-
lowances, and tax deductions. These policies aim to
alleviate the financial burden of raising children and
encourage couples to have more children. However, the
specific policies vary across countries. For instance,
while South Korea, Russia, Canada, and Singapore offer
newborn bonuses, other countries like Japan, France,
and Sweden does not provide such bonuses. Similarly,
housing security is provided in South Korea, Japan, and
Singapore but not in other countries listed. It should
be noted that direct comparison of financial benefits
across countries is complicated by differences in na-
tional currencies and purchasing power. To facilitate
cross-national comparison, future research should

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convert all monetary values to a common standard,
such as USD purchasing power parity (PPP). Further-
more, while Table I captures material policy instru-
ments, Table 2 reveals that non-material (humanistic)
support measures remain unevenly distributed, with
countries like France and Sweden offering more com-
prehensive work-life balance policies compared to East
Asian nations.

In Table 3, it is clear that all countries listed offer
some form of maternity leave for women, recogniz-
ing the need for mothers to take time off work after
childbirth. However, paternal leave policies for fathers
vary, excerpt for Russia, others being more progressive
in offering male parental leave. Policies like parental
sickness/personal leave, delayed retirement age for
families with many children, and preferential employ-
ment policies for such families are less common and
present in only a few countries. Efforts to establish
childcare institutions and improve public education
services are seen in countries like Japan and France,
aiming to provide better support for child-rearing.
A notable distinction in demographic management

strategies emerges between Western European and
East Asian approaches. France and Sweden adopt
a comprehensive strategy that integrates generous
parental leave, subsidized childcare, and gender equal-
ity measures, creating an ecosystem that supports
both fertility and female labor force participation. In
contrast, South Korea, Japan, and Singapore primarily
rely on direct financial incentives (newborn bonuses,
childcare subsidies) while giving comparatively less
attention to structural work-life balance reforms.
Russia occupies an intermediate position, combining
financial incentives with infrastructure development
(childcare facilities), though with less emphasis on
gender equality policies. Canada demonstrates a de-
centralized approach with significant regional varia-
tion, as exemplified by Quebec’s more generous poli-
cies compared to the federal baseline. These strategic
differences help explain the varying degrees of policy
effectiveness observed across countries.

Based on the Fig. 3, we can see that there was
a baby boom in all countries after the Second World
War. However, with the development of society and

industrialization countries experienced a decline in
the number of births. In all countries, the inauguration
of family planning policies was centered around 1970,
with a second policy intensification at the beginning
of the twentieth century.
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Based on the Fig. 3, it generally takes around 10 years
for fertility policies to start showing a noticeable impact
on increasing total fertility rates after their initial im-
plementation. This time lag can be observed across mul-
tiple countries. For instance, in Sweden, fertility policies
were introduced in the 1974, but the total fertility rate
did not begin its upward trajectory until around 1986-
1987. Similarly, France saw a rise in its total fertility rate
in the late 1990s, a few years after implementing fertility
policies in the early to mid-1990s. This delayed effect
could be attributed to the time required for couples to
make decisions about having children, as well as for the
policy incentives and support systems to take effect.

As shown in the above figure, it can be clearly seen
that the implementation of the fertility policy leads to
an increase in the total fertility rate. However, Korea,
Japan and Russia still show a decline in birth rates af-
ter the implementation of the policy. This may be due
to the fact that there is a short time lag of about 10
years between the announcement of the policy and its
actual implementation. It is undeniable that there are
factors other than policy that influence fertility, such
as marriage rates, housing costs, wages and income,
and social equity.

Countries where total fertility rises and then falls
after the implementation of policies, such as Sweden
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Russian Federation Singapore Sweden

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and the Russian Federation, have seen fertility rise
again after additional policies were introduced or ex-
isting policies were strengthened. However, the timing
of the entry into force of these policies shows different
results depending on national cultural factors and
the implementation of policies in different countries.
In Canada, for example, after peaking in the 1970s,
total fertility began to decline and did not begin to
rise again until the end of the twentieth century. This
highlights the potential effectiveness of policy inten-
sification and supplementation in restoring fertility.
Although there are different time lags depending on
the context and the policies involved, it is possible to
identify a positive effect of policy intensification on
fertility.

Although various policies have been implemented,
countries such as Japan, the Republic of Korea and
Singapore can be seen to be chronically challenged
by a total fertility rate below 1. This suggests that the
complexity of factors affecting the total fertility rate
makes it difficult to address the issue with individual
policies. Factors such as socio-cultural, work-life bal-
ance, economic conditions and the cost of parent-
hood all have a greater impact on fertility decisions.
A sustained increase in fertility is more likely to be
achieved through a combination of comprehensive
policy measures and broad-based social change.

CONCLUSIONS

This article has made certain contributions to the
theoretical development of fertility research and
the formulation of practical policies. Through
a systematic comparative analysis of the fertility
policies of seven culturally diverse countries over
more than 50 years (1970-2024), we have established
a new two-dimensional theoretical framework that
fundamentally reconceptualizes how governments
influence population behavior. This framework
challenges the traditional single-axis policy model,
indicating that effective fertility intervention requires
the simultaneous deployment of material incentives
and humanistic care mechanisms — but it can be
found from the text that after implementing fertility
policies and family policies, the incentives for social
business willingness in various countries are limited.
This might imply that there are other factors in society
that restrict people’s willingness to have children. In
future research, these factors can be focused on to
enrich studies in related fields.

Our research advances theoretical science in three
critical dimensions. First, we empirically validate and

quantify the temporal lag phenomenon in fertility
policy effectiveness, establishing a robust 10-year
implementation-to-impact interval. This temporal
framework provides unprecedented precision for de-
mographic forecasting models and challenges the
immediate-effect assumptions that have long domi-
nated policy evaluation methodologies. Second, we
develop a comprehensive taxonomy differentiating
material policies (financial transfers, subsidies) from
humanistic care policies (work-life integration, gen-
der equity measures), offering scholars a sophisti-
cated analytical lens through which to dissect policy
mechanisms. This categorization transcends simplistic
economic rationality models by incorporating socio-
cultural and institutional dimensions of reproductive
decision-making. Third, our cross-cultural compara-
tive design isolates the cultural embeddedness of poli-
cy effectiveness, demonstrating why identical material
incentives produce vastly different outcomes across
Confucian (East Asia), Nordic (Scandinavia), and lib-
eral (North America) welfare regimes. These findings
fundamentally reshape theoretical understanding of
state intervention in private reproductive choices and
establish new paradigms for demographic transition
theory in post-industrial societies.

The practical implications of this research are
transformative for policymakers worldwide grappling
with sub-replacement fertility. Our findings provide
actionable, evidence-based guidance that directly ad-
dresses the policy failures observed in East Asian na-
tions, where despite massive financial investments ex-
ceeding hundreds of billions in USD equivalent, TFRs
remain catastrophically below 1.0. The study reveals
that fertility policy effectiveness is deeply embedded
in sociocultural contexts [23], particularly regarding
gender equity and institutional support structures.
South Korea and Japan’s predominantly material pol-
icy approaches have failed precisely because they ig-
nore the deeper sociocultural constraints — including
workplace discrimination against mothers, unequal
domestic labor distribution, and rigid corporate cul-
tures that penalize parental leave utilization [24]. In
stark contrast, France and Sweden’s integrated policy
ecosystems, combining generous parental leave (up to
480 days in Sweden), universal childcare access, and
systematic promotion of gender equity in both work-
place and domestic spheres, have sustained TFRs near
replacement level (1.8-2.0) despite similarly high
costs of living and competitive labor markets. This
empirical divergence validates our dual-dimensional
framework and provides governments with a clear
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policy blueprint: sustainable fertility recovery requires
comprehensive social transformation addressing both
economic barriers and gender inequality, not merely
cash transfers or tax incentives.

In addition to direct policy application, this study
has established a key methodological innovation for
future fertility research. By recording the 10-year
lag between policy implementation and measurable
changes in TFR, we provide demographic researchers
with the basic time parameters for longitudinal study
design and policy evaluation frameworks. Our two-
dimensional typology (material and human policy)
provides a replicable analytical tool applicable to
different national contexts, enabling cross-national
comparisons of systems beyond cultural-specific
implementation details. Furthermore, our research
findings have urgent significance for the population
forecasting models currently used by international
organizations such as the United Nations and national
statistics bureaus — these models must take policy
and institutional types and cultural backgrounds as
structural variables, rather than regarding fertility
rates as a function of pure economic factors. Look-

ing ahead, the research agenda must be expanded to
explore the intersection between fertility policies and
emerging challenges, including adaptation to climate
change, the disruption of the labor market by artifi-
cial intelligence, and the changing family structure
(single-parent families, same-sex couples, and non-
traditional families). The population crisis faced by
developed countries is not merely a technical policy
issue that can be resolved through gradual adjust-
ments; It represents a fundamental understanding
of gender equality, the integration of work and life,
and social values related to fertility and care work.
This article has not yet provided a theoretical basis
and practical roadmap for policy-making, but suc-
cess requires policy innovation and the courage to
challenge the deeped-rooted vested interests and
habitual thinking, which currently make parenthood
incompatible with career achievements, especially
for women. Without a fair and just policy framework
based on social structural adjustment, many countries
will face irreversible population decline, shrinking
labor force and fiscal sustainability crises within the
next 20 years.

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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study is to examine the specific features of maintaining and assessing the financial stability of oil and gas
companies under conditions of economic instability, as well as to identify the stages most suitable for the implementation of
neural networks. The practical significance of the research lies in creating the prerequisites for the subsequent development
and implementation of regulatory and methodological tools aimed at ensuring the financial stability of sectoral enterprises.
Potentially, this may serve as an instrument for promoting economic development at the macroeconomic level. The findings
of the study may be used by financial analysts and government regulators in assessing and managing industry-specific
risks, as well as by investors and credit institutions in evaluating the financial stability of enterprises in the energy sector.
However, models trained on data from relatively developed markets (such as Russia and the Gulf countries) have certain
limitations, namely the possibility of reduced accuracy when applied to developing economies (for example, Angola).

Risk Management System in Liquidity Management
of Funds Held in the Single Budget Account

ABSTRACT
The purpose of this study is to identify the institutional features of the current risk management system employed by the
Federal Treasury in managing budget liquidity and to substantiate directions for its improvement, taking into account
the need to maintain a balance between the security of budgetary funds and the efficiency of financial operations. The
study examines the basic and advanced risk management models applied to operations conducted both on organized and
over-the-counter markets, as well as the mechanism of risk hedging through repurchase agreements (repo transactions).
The paper identifies the specific features of the current approach, which is based on the use of the infrastructure of the
non-bank credit institution acting as a central counterparty, the National Clearing Centre, as well as on capital adequacy
requirements and credit ratings of credit institutions. It is substantiated that the existing system demonstrates high
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effectiveness in terms of safeguarding budgetary funds; however, it is characterized by a limited capacity to respond
promptly to changes in the financial market due to its dependence on external information sources and the prevailing
practice of risk transfer. Based on the analysis conducted, the study formulates directions for modernizing the system,
including monitoring decisions of the Bank of Russia regarding financial market participants, consolidating information
on the compliance of credit institutions with established requirements, and implementing a risk-oriented adjustment of
operational parameters when placing temporarily available budget balances within the framework of existing regulatory
and legal provisions. The findings may be useful primarily for the Federal Treasury and other public authorities engaged
in budget liquidity management, as well as for researchers in the fields of public finance, risk management, and budget
liquidity management.

Problems of Managing Household Saving Behavior
in the Russian Federation under Conditions
of Economic Uncertainty

ABSTRACT
The purpose of this study is to identify the key problems associated with managing the saving behavior of Russian citizens
under conditions of macroeconomic instability and to develop recommendations for improving savings policy. The study
is based on a systems approach and employs methods of statistical and comparative analysis, as well as elements of
econometric modeling. The empirical basis of the research was formed using data from NAFI, statistics from the Bank of
Russia, and Rosstat. The results reveal structural changes in household saving preferences and identify four key groups of
problems: declining real incomes, the gap between financial literacy and actual financial behavior, inflationary erosion of
savings, and the concentration of risks and fraud. Correlation and regression analysis demonstrates that the most significant
factors reducing the household saving rate are increasing debt burden and elevated consumer expectations, whereas
the impact of the key interest rate remains limited (with an elasticity of approximately 0.375). The authors propose a set
of measures aimed at developing targeted savings instruments, strengthening cybersecurity, and improving long-term
investment instruments. The findings of this study may be useful to a broad range of specialists, including representatives
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of public authorities and regulatory agencies, employees of banks, investment companies and asset management funds,
as well as academics, marketers, economists, sociologists, psychologists, and specialists in behavioral economics.

Platform-Based Solutions for the Digital Integration
of Economic Entities’ Data

ABSTRACT
This article is devoted to developing conceptual approaches to selecting a prototype for an integrated platform of the
Unified Digital Data System of Economic Entities in Russia (UDDS EE). The object of the study is the system of digital
services and platforms that serves as the technological foundation of the “Government as a Platform” governance concept.
The study aims to substantiate the procedure for the formation and operation of an integrated UDDS EE platform designed
to enhance the efficiency of public administration within the framework of interagency cooperation. The research results
include the substantiation of the architecture and the fundamental principles underlying the formation and use of the
UDDS EE based on the interaction of three platform components. Through comparative analysis of technological and
platform solutions, as well as an examination of international experience and domestic practices in integrating economic
entities’ data, the study demonstrates the feasibility of adopting an “integration-based scenario” for developing the
platform of the Unified Digital Data System of Russian organizations. It further justifies a three-component platform
model aimed at establishing a state-level infrastructure with rigorous information quality control mechanisms. The article
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proposes directions for transforming interagency cooperation, identifies potential areas of application, and discusses
the challenges and barriers that may arise during the implementation of the proposed platform model for the Unified
Digital Data System of Russian organizations. The expected benefits and effects of its deployment are also outlined. The
findings may be of interest to public authorities, professional communities, investors, and other stakeholders involved in

economic and business activities.

Models and Principles of Commercializing Digital
Intellectual Assets as Instruments of Smart Manufacturing

ABSTRACT

Digital intellectual assets (DIAs) generate business added value, contribute to the intellectualization of production processes, and

ultimately enable industrial enterprises to achieve technological leadership and high-order competitive advantages. The purpose

of this study is to identify the specific features of DIAs as instruments of smart manufacturing and, on this basis, to determine

the models and principles for their commercialization. The methodological framework of the study is based on methods of
classification, comparative analysis, generalization, and systematization. The research identifies the criteria distinguishing

digital technologies from digital intellectual assets and characterizes the distinctive features of resource-based, innovation-
driven, platform-based, investment-oriented, and ecosystem approaches to DIA commercialization. In addition, a comparative

analysis of traditional and digital commercialization models for DIAs is conducted, highlighting their respective advantages and

disadvantages. The study concludes that the selection of a particular commercialization concept and model depends on the

maturity level of a specific type of DIA, the degree of enterprise digitalization, and the market environment. The authors also

propose an original classification of the principles underlying DIA commercialization. The findings of the study may be useful
for company executives across various sectors of the economy in developing their own strategies for the commercialization of
digital intellectual assets.

Particular attention is paid to methods

for evaluating recommendation quality and to the classification of metrics reflecting accuracy, ranking quality, diversity, and

computational efficiency. The study demonstrates that reliance solely on accuracy metrics is insufficient for an adequate

assessment of recommender system performance. The authors address key methodological challenges, including the cold-
start problem, data sparsity, and the need to balance accuracy and diversity in recommendations. The paper concludes that
a comprehensive multi-criteria approach is essential for the effective evaluation of recommender systems. The findings

may be useful for researchers, recommender system developers, and specialists in machine learning and data analysis, as

well as for business practitioners involved in selecting and evaluating the effectiveness of recommendation algorithms.

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“The Art of Managing Data”: Data Governance
and Analytical Culture in the Management System
of High-Tech Companies

ABSTRACT

In the context of digitalization and the increasing complexity of software development processes, Data Governance is becoming
a strategic priority for the development of Russian digital and high-tech companies. Drawing on recent studies in Business
Intelligence and Data Governance, as well as empirical evidence from the implementation of Business Intelligence systems in
software quality management and human resource analytics (HR analytics) within a telecommunications company, the authors
substantiate an integrated model of data governance encompassing strategic, technological, and socio-cultural (human capital)
levels, which constitutes the main objective of the study. The article conceptualizes the “art of managing data” as an instrument
of strategic management and concludes that Data Governance should be understood not only as a technological framework
but also as a socio-managerial process that shapes an organization’s decision-making culture. The findings of the study may be
applied in the development of corporate digital governance strategies and the design of Data Governance systems
Keywords: business intelligence; data management; Data Governance; Chief Data Officer (CDO); digitalization;

Intellectual Capital Management in the Digital Economy

ABSTRACT
The emergence and dominance of the digital economy mark a transition from traditional factors of production (land, labour,
and capital) to a new key resource — intellectual capital (IC). In contemporary conditions, it is intellectual capital, rather than
tangible assets, that serves as the primary source of competitive advantage, sustainable development, and consistently high
corporate value. This article examines the transformation of the role of intellectual capital within the digital economy. IC
management is considered a prerequisite for the strategic development of businesses, aimed at creating an environment
conducive to the effective development of human capital and its realization in the creation of intellectual products. The
purpose of the study is to analyse the impact of digital technologies on the key components of intellectual capital, namely
human, structural, relational, and customer capital. The object of the research is the intellectual capital of an organisation
as an economic category, while the subject comprises the set of methods, tools, and relationships that emerge in the
process of managing IC in the context of the digital economy. The study employs general scientific methods, including
analysis, synthesis, comparison, classification, and modelling. The results propose new approaches to the assessment and
management of intellectual capital, based on data-driven solutions and integration into digital ecosystems, as well as
practical recommendations for building an effective management system.

Designing an Intellectual Property Management System
for a High-Tech Enterprise o

ABSTRACT

This article addresses the problem of insufficient alignment between intellectual property (IP) management processes
and research and development (R&D) activities in high-tech enterprises, as well as the lack of formalized consideration of
technology and engineering maturity levels in organizational decision-making. These factors hinder the optimization of IP
portfolios and lead to reduced effectiveness in the commercialization of intellectual outputs (results of intellectual activity,
RIA). The relevance of this issue is driven by intensifying competition and the growing need to enhance the efficiency of R&D
operations in knowledge-intensive firms. The aim of the study is to design an IP management system for such enterprises,
incorporating the development of an integrated organizational framework and the formalization of lifecycle-related tasks
associated with RIA. The study proposes a structural-functional model that captures the interdependencies between IP
coordination tasks and the stages of the RIA lifecycle within a comprehensive R&D management system at a high-tech
enterprise. The findings provide a foundation for the development of a set of interconnected models and algorithms
implementing an integrated IP management approach. This approach ensures the alignment of scientific-technical, legal,
and economic logics of management, while improving coordination across the lifecycle of intellectual outputs.

The paper provides a literature review covering
the following aspects of the research problem: the efficient utilization of employee competencies in knowledge-intensive
industries; the influence of tax and budgetary incentives on human capital development aimed at achieving technological
sovereignty and leadership; and the separation of the effects of state financial support for the objective assessment of its
role in stimulating intellectual capital. The study identifies limitations associated with the ecosystem-based nature of tax and

ABSTRACT
The evaluation of organizational performance (of a company or enterprise) under conditions of uncertainty (information
entropy), as well as latent and/or explicit data inconsistency, may involve the following risks: misleading both external and
internal stakeholders; reliance on low-quality, inaccurate, and ultimately ineffective results of business performance analysis;
and inadequate assessment of indicators of financial performance. As a consequence, a symmetry of misconceptions regarding
particular assets and the company’s overall financial performance emerges, leading stakeholders to make incorrect managerial
and/or investment decisions, inappropriate optimization decisions, and potentially resulting in violations of stakeholder rights.
The purpose of this study is to examine approaches to the mathematical modeling of the relationship between a company’s
financial performance and the quality of information support (data value). The research employed general scientific research
methods, as well as a methodological approach to substantiating managerial and/or investment decision-making under
conditions of informational data entropy.The authors propose an approach based on the application of mathematical tools
for analyzing the interrelationships among various factors affecting organizational performance evaluation and the quality
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of information support (data value). The implementation of the study’s findings will enable enterprises to improve such
indicators as operational efficiency, financial sustainability, solvency, and others at a specific stage of the company’s life cycle.

The Management Paradox of Digital Outsourcing:
The Experience of Companies in Central and Eastern Europe

ABSTRACT
The purpose of this study is to analyze a human resource management (HR) tool and an element of managerial controlling
architecture in organizations in Central and Eastern European (CEE) countries — digital outsourcing. The relevance of the
research lies in defining its applied management context, including decision-making, responsibility allocation, control
mechanisms, and building trust in the ‘company-customer — digital service provider” relationship. Based on the analysis
of digital HR outsourcing practices, including payroll, HR electronic document management and the use of intelligent
HR platforms, it is shown that the digitalization of the external course of processes is accompanied by a change in the
logic of management control. This is reflected in the shift of the latter from operational monitoring to risk-oriented
and predictive models. In the course of the study, the management paradox of digital outsourcing was revealed, which
consists in the fact that the transfer of operational functions to an external provider does not lead to a decrease in the
managerial responsibility of the customer company, but, on the contrary, increases the requirements for manageability,
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data interpretation and institutionalized control of decisions. The author of the article shows that in the CEE countries
the effectiveness of digital outsourcing is determined not by the level of technological automation of HR processes, but
by the quality of the corporate governance architecture and the development of a management controlling system. The
results obtained are of practical importance for organizations implementing digital outsourcing of HR functions in the
institutionally heterogeneous environment of the CEE countries.

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ABSTRACT

Purpose: This paper aims to contribute to the ongoing discourse on wage determination by proposing a topical approach that
incorporates three key factors, working hours, education, and experience, and to provide a robust, strategic, evidence-based
framework for formulating wage improvement policies. Methodology: Using a rigorous econometric approach, we analyze
a dataset comprising 545 observations of full-time employed males from the National Longitudinal Survey of Youth, spanning
1980 to 1987.We then apply the results of their combined effects to derive detailed explanatory guidelines.Findings: The results
reveal a statistically significant negative relationship between annual hours worked and wages, indicating diminishing returns
to earnings as working hours increase. In contrast, education and experience exhibit strong positive correlations with wages,
with each additional year of education associated with a 10.55% increase in earnings, and each additional year of experience
linked to a 13.81% wage increase. Notably, the non-linear experience-wage relationship demonstrates diminishing returns at
higher levels of experience. Originality and contribution: The study introduces a novel framework emphasizing that the marginal
utility of working hours varies with educational attainment, and that the quality of experience is shaped both by the number of
hours worked and the conditions under which those hours are performed. Additionally, the concept of the experience-education
multiplier effect highlights how education amplifies the value of experience, particularly in knowledge-intensive sectors.

INTRODUCTION

The equitable and efficient determination of wages
remains a persistent challenge for organizations, gov-
ernments, and societies alike. Traditional wage-setting
mechanisms, often based on simple hourly rates or
fixed salaries, may not adequately capture the nuanced
contributions of employees, particularly in knowledge-
intensive and dynamic sectors. As the global economy
evolves, there is a growing need for more sophisticated
wage determination policies that recognize the multi-
faceted nature of work and the diverse skills and experi-
ences of the workforce. Working hours, education, and
experience have long been recognized as key determi-
nants of wage levels; however, the relationship between
these variables and wages, as well as the corresponding
policy implications, remains a subject of ongoing debate.

Working hours, as a fundamental aspect of employ-
ment, have long been recognized as a determinant of
wage levels. However, the precise nature of this rela-
tionship is complex and is often shaped by contextual
factors such as industry, occupation, and labor market
conditions [1]. Examining the impact of working hours
on wages can provide valuable insights into the trade-
offs between time and compensation. Education, as
a measure of human capital, is widely acknowledged
as a significant predictor of earnings. Higher levels of
education are associated with increased productivity,
innovation, and adaptability, which, in turn, can lead
to higher wages [2]. However, returns to education may
vary across fields of study, geographical regions, and
economic cycles. Therefore, it is essential to examine
the specific effects of education on wages in order to
optimize wage-setting policies. In addition to these
variables, experience, representing the accumulation
of knowledge, skills, and networks over time, is another
critical factor in wage determination. As individuals
gain experience, they typically become more efficient,
effective, and valuable to organizations, and are there-
fore often rewarded with higher wages [3]. However, the
relationship between experience and wages may be non-

linear, with diminishing returns emerging after a certain
threshold.

Integrating working hours, education, and experi-
ence into a comprehensive framework enables a more
nuanced and equitable approach to wage determination.
Such an approach can help organizations attract and
retain talent, improve employee motivation and satisfac-
tion, and enhance overall organizational performance.
Moreover, it can contribute to social justice by ensuring
that individuals are compensated fairly for their con-
tributions, regardless of background or circumstances.

Specifically, this study addresses the following re-
search questions:

e What is the impact of working hours, education,
and experience on wage levels?

 Are there non-linear effects of experience on wag-
es? What are the implications of these findings for wage
determination policies?

The empirical analysis in this paper utilizes a large
and diverse dataset to examine the relationship between
working hours, education, experience, and wages. Key
econometric techniques are employed to control for con-
founding factors and to isolate the causal impact of each
variable on wages. Based on this empirical evidence, the
study seeks to identify the optimal weights to assign to
each factor in a wage determination framework.

The findings of this study have significant implica-
tions for policymakers, employers, and labor unions. By
providing a data-driven approach to wage setting, the
study contributes to fairer and more efficient labor mar-
kets, reduced wage inequality, and enhanced economic
growth. Furthermore, the research informs future studies
on wage determination, human capital development,
and labor economics.

In the following sections, the paper provides a com-
prehensive review of the existing literature on wage de-
termination, highlighting the theoretical foundations
and empirical findings of previous studies; outlines the
research methodology, including data sources, sample
selection, and econometric techniques; presents the
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empirical results, discussing estimated coefficients and
their statistical significance; and concludes by summa-
rizing the key findings, discussing policy implications,
and identifying potential avenues for future research.

LITERATURE REVIEW

Wage determination is a critical aspect of labor econom-
ics, influencing both individual livelihoods and broader
economic stability. A substantial body of literature has
examined the various factors contributing to wage levels,
with particular attention to working hours, education,
and experience. In this section, we synthesize key find-
ings from existing studies, highlighting the complex-
ity and interrelationships among these variables, and
providing a foundation for the formulation of effective
wage determination policies.

Economic theories offer different perspectives on the
complex and multifaceted relationship between working
hours and wages. Efficiency wage theory suggests that
higher wages can motivate workers, leading to increased
productivity. However, the impact of working hours on
productivity is not linear. While overtime work, often
compensated at a premium, can initially increase output,
excessive working hours may lead to fatigue, burnout,
and reduced productivity [4]. Human capital theory pos-
its that longer working hours may provide opportunities
for on-the-job learning and skill development, thereby
enhancing earning potential. However, this depends on
the nature of the work and the quality of learning op-
portunities [5]. Bargaining power theory suggests that
workers with stronger bargaining power, such as un-
ionized employees or those with specialized skills, may
secure higher wages and more favorable working condi-
tions, potentially including reduced working hours [6].
Beyond these theoretical perspectives, empirical evi-
dence on the relationship between working hours and
wages remains mixed. Some studies report a positive
correlation, particularly at moderate levels of working
hours [7], while others identify a negative or non-linear
relationship, with diminishing returns to longer work-
ing hours [8]. Research on overtime work indicates that,
although overtime pay is typically higher than regular
wages, the overall effect on earnings is ambiguous due
to potential productivity losses [9]. Recent studies have
also examined flexible work arrangements, such as re-
mote work and flexible schedules, finding that such ar-
rangements may enhance employee satisfaction and
productivity, and potentially lead to higher wages [10].

At first glance, education plays a pivotal role in shap-
ing individual earnings. Human capital theory empha-
sizes the role of education in increasing individuals’

skills and knowledge, making them more productive and
enabling them to command higher wages. Education en-
hances cognitive abilities, problem-solving skills, and
adaptability, all of which are highly valued in the labor
market [11]. Signaling theory argues that education serves
as a signal to employers regarding an individual’s ability
and work ethic. Higher levels of education demonstrate
commitment, perseverance, and the capacity to learn and
adapt, making graduates more attractive to employers
[12]. Screening theory suggests that education functions
as a mechanism for employers to identify suitable can-
didates for specific roles, with educational attainment
acting as a filter for required skills and qualifications [13].

However, in the pursuit of higher wages, individuals
should not focus solely on education but also on work ex-
perience. While academic achievement is essential for fu-
ture success, exclusive focus on studying may limit earn-
ing potential. Practical, real-world experience gained
through work provides valuable skills and knowledge
that cannot be acquired through textbooks alone [14].
Work exposes individuals to diverse environments, de-
velops problem-solving abilities, strengthens commu-
nication and teamwork skills, and fosters a strong work
ethic. These practical competencies are highly valued
by employers and can significantly increase earning
potential [15]. Moreover, early work experience enables
individuals to explore their interests, identify strengths
and weaknesses, and make more informed career choices.
Empirical evidence consistently supports a strong posi-
tive correlation between education and wages, with high-
er educational attainment associated with significantly
higher earnings across occupations and industries [16].
Research has also examined returns to different types
of education, such as college versus vocational train-
ing, as well as returns across fields of study, finding that
outcomes vary depending on the type and level of educa-
tion and prevailing labor market conditions [17]. Recent
studies further highlight the role of non-cognitive skills,
such as personality traits and social skills, in shaping the
education-wage relationship, suggesting that these skills
complement educational attainment and contribute to
higher earnings [18].

Experience is another crucial factor influencing wage
outcomes. Employers and governments often view expe-
rience as an investment in human capital, as individu-
als acquire job-specific skills and knowledge through
on-the-job training and accumulated experience [19].
The concept of learning-by-doing emphasizes the im-
portance of hands-on experience in acquiring and refin-

more efficient and productive, which in turn leads to
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higher wages [20]. Job tenure is also frequently associ-
ated with higher wages, reflecting the accumulation of
firm-specific knowledge and the development of strong
relationships with colleagues and supervisors [21].

Empirically, the relationship between work experience
and wages is a well-documented phenomenon in labor
economics, with numerous studies indicating that in-
creased experience is typically associated with higher in-
come levels. This relationship can be attributed to several
factors, including the accumulation of skills, knowledge,
and professional networks over time [22]. As workers gain
experience, they often develop specialized competen-
cies that enhance their productivity, making them more
valuable to employers. For instance, research shows that
individuals with extensive work experience tend to com-
mand higher salaries due to their demonstrated ability to
perform tasks efficiently and effectively [23]. In addition,
experienced workers may possess stronger bargaining
power in salary negotiations, as they can demonstrate
a proven track record of success in their roles [24].

Furthermore, the concept of human capital plays
a significant role: as individuals invest time in their
careers, they acquire not only technical skills but also
soft skills such as communication and problem-solving
abilities, which are highly valued in the labor market [25].
Studies also highlight diminishing returns to wages as
experience increases; while the initial years of experience
tend to generate substantial wage growth, subsequent
years often yield smaller increments [26]. This suggests
that although experience is crucial for wage determina-
tion, its impact varies depending on career stage and
industry context [27]. Recent research has also examined
the role of technology and automation in shaping the
relationship between experience and wages. As techno-
logical progress continues, the demand for certain skills
may change, potentially affecting the value of experience
in the labor market [28].

The combined effects of working hours, education,
and experience on wages are likely to be complex and in-
terdependent. For example, the impact of working hours
on wages may vary depending on an individual’s level of
education and experience [29]. Highly educated individu-
als may be better able to leverage longer working hours
to advance their careers and increase earnings compared
to those with lower levels of education. Similarly, more
experienced individuals may be able to negotiate better
working conditions, including more flexible hours and
reduced overtime, while maintaining higher earnings.
However, econometric research on the interaction ef-
fects of these variables remains limited. Some studies
have explored how these factors jointly influence career

progression and earnings trajectories, but further re-
search is needed to fully understand their interplay and
implications for wage determination policies.

Understanding the relationships between working
hours, education, experience, and wages is essential for
formulating effective wage determination policies. Such
policies should aim to promote fair wages and equita-
ble outcomes while also incentivizing productivity and
skill development. This may include measures such as
minimum wage regulations, overtime rules, and poli-
cies supporting education and training [30]. Promoting
flexible work arrangements can benefit both employers
and employees, as flexibility can improve work-life bal-
ance, enhance productivity, and attract and retain talent
[31]. Policy frameworks should encourage the adoption
of flexible work arrangements while ensuring that work-
ers’ rights and protections are maintained [32]. Finally,
investment in education and training remains essential
for enhancing human capital and supporting economic
growth [33]. Policies should facilitate access to quality
education and training opportunities for all individu-
als, regardless of socioeconomic background, including
through financial aid, scholarships, and apprenticeship
programs [34].

MATERIALS AND METHODOLOGY

1. Data and Sample Selection

This section provides empirical evidence to confirm
the theoretical relationship assumptions before devel-
oping a novel framework that integrates the synergis-
tic effects of education, experience, and working hours
to offer a more holistic understanding of labor market
dynamics, supported by detailed explanatory analysis.

The data, drawn from the National Longitudinal
Survey of Youth (an American survey), comprise a sam-

ple of full-time employed males who completed their
schooling by 1980 and were followed from 1980 to 1987.
The dataset excludes individuals who did not provide
sufficient information for all years of observation, re-
sulting in a final sample of 545 observations.

All variables used in this study are presented in
Table 1. Regarding the control dummy variables mar-
ried, black, and rur, the value equals 1 if the respondent
is married, Black, or resides in a rural area, respectively,
and 0 otherwise.

Table 2 presents the summary statistics of the vari-
ables used in the study. The dependent variable, lwage,
has a mean value of 1.65 and a standard deviation of
0.53. The minimum and maximum values are —3.58
and 4.05, respectively, indicating a wide dispersion
of wage levels among individuals in the sample. The
distribution of log wages is right-skewed, suggest-
ing that a larger proportion of individuals earn lower
wages, while a smaller share receives significantly
higher earnings.

The mean annual hours worked is 2,191.26, with
a standard deviation of 566.35, indicating substantial
variation in working time across individuals. The mini-
mum and maximum values are 120 and 4,992 hours,
respectively, reflecting considerable heterogeneity in
work schedules.

The mean years of schooling is 11.77, with a stand-
ard deviation of 1.75, suggesting that most individuals

have approximately 12 years of education, consistent
with high school completion. Education ranges from
3 to 16 years, indicating variation in educational at-
tainment across the sample.

Labor market experience has a mean of 6.51 years
and a standard deviation of 2.83 years. The minimum
and maximum values are 0 and 18 years, respectively,
reflecting differences in workforce entry timing and
tenure. The squared experience term has a mean of
50.42 and a standard deviation of 40.78, ranging from
0 to 324, capturing the potential non-linear relation-
ship between experience and wages.

The squared hours worked variable has a mean of
5,122,290 and a standard deviation of 2,689,537, in-
dicating substantial variability in this transformed
measure of working time.

Regarding control variables, the marital status
indicator has a mean of 0.44, implying that 44% of
the sample is married. The race dummy variable has
a mean of 0.12, indicating that 12% of respondents
identify as Black. The rural residence variable has
a mean of 0.20, showing that 20% of the sample re-
sides in rural areas.

2. Model Specification

To study the empirical impact of working hours, ed-
ucation, and experience on wages, we employ a panel
data analysis of the above-mentioned statistics with
the following models:

Equation (1) suggests that the logarithm of a male’s
wage at time t is determined by a combination of work-
ing hours, education, experience, male-specific charac-
teristics, time-specific factors, and a random error term.
The model aims to quantify the impact of each of these
factors on wages and to assess the overall relationship
between wages and the explanatory variables.

Equation (2), used for robustness checks, estimates
the impact of working hours, education, and experience
on wages while controlling for male-specific and time-
specific effects. The coefficients can be interpreted as
the elasticity of wages with respect to the corresponding
independent variables. The inclusion of male and year
fixed effects helps address potential omitted variable
bias, as well as time-varying trends that may influence
wages.

RESULTS AND INTERPRETATION

Table 3 presents the results of a panel data regression
analysis. The table reports three empirical specifica-
tions. To avoid omitted variable bias due to collinear-
ity in education, Column 1 of the random-effects GLS
regression presents estimated coefficients and standard
errors without additional control variables. The results
are interpreted as follows:

e hours: The coefficient for working hours
is —0.0001 and is statistically significant at the 1% level.
This indicates that, holding other factors constant, an
additional hour of work is associated with a very small
decrease in wages. See Scatter Plot A in Fig. I;

¢ educ: The coefficient for education is 0.1055 and
is statistically significant at the 1% level. This implies
that, holding other factors constant, an additional year
of education is associated with a 10.55% increase in
wages. See Scatter Plot B in Fig. ;

» exper: The coefficient for experience is 0.1381
and is statistically significant at the 1% level. This sug-
gests that, holding other factors constant, an additional
year of experience is associated with a 13.81% increase
in wages. See Scatter Plot C in Fig. I;

» expersq: The coefficient for the squared experi-
ence term is —0.0053 and is statistically significant at
the 1% level. This result indicates a non-linear rela-
tionship between experience and wages, with dimin-
ishing returns as experience increases. See Scatter Plot
Din Fig. 1.

Column 2 and Column 3 of the fixed-effects regres-
sion present the estimated coefficients and standard
errors after the inclusion of control variables such as
squared working hours, marital status, race, and ru-
ral residence. The inclusion of these control variables
helps to isolate the effect of the key variables of inter-
est (hours, education, and experience) on wages. The
coefficients and their levels of statistical significance
are generally consistent with those reported in Column
1, with only minor differences. This suggests that the
main findings regarding the impact of working hours,
education, and experience on wages are robust to the
inclusion of additional controls. Overall, the results in
Table 3 indicate that both education and experience have
a positive and statistically significant effect on wages,
while the effect of working hours on wages is negative
but very small in magnitude.

Fig. 2(A) provides a visual representation of the wage
distribution among the sample of full-time working
males. The histogram shows that the distribution of log
wages is right-skewed, confirming that although there
are relatively few individuals with very high wages, the

majority of the sample earns lower wages. This right-
skewed pattern is consistent with standard findings in

labor economics, where wage distributions typically fea-
ture a concentration of lower-income earners and a long
tail of higher-income earners. In addition, the spread of
the histogram highlights substantial variation in wages

within the sample, underscoring the diversity of earning

outcomes among the individuals studied.

Fig. 2(B) provides a smoothed representation of the
wage distribution among the sample of full-time work-
ing males. The kernel density plot shows that the dis-
tribution of log wages is right-skewed, indicating that
a larger proportion of individuals in the dataset earn
lower wages compared to those earning significantly
higher wages. Fig. 2(B) offers a more detailed and con-
tinuous representation of the log wage distribution than
Fig. 2(A). It facilitates visualization of the distribution’s
shape, central tendency, and dispersion and can be used
to identify potential patterns and anomalies.

EXTRATESTS FOR RELIABILITY
CONFIRMATION OF THE MAIN MODEL

1. R-squared test: The R-squared value for Column
1 is 0.1945, indicating that 19.45% of the variation in
Iwage is explained by hours, educ, exper, and expersq
in a non-linear regression model. This relatively low
value suggests that the model is not a particularly strong
predictor of wages for these males.

2. F test (significance of R-squared): The squared
Wald chi-squared value of 984.3 in the regression results
leads to an F-statistic of 246.08 (984.3/4), which exceeds
the critical values of the F-distribution at 1% (3.32), 5%
(2.37), and 10% (1.83) significance levels. Additionally,
since the p-values of all independent variables are 0.00,
below conventional significance thresholds (0.01, 0.05,
and 0.10), the R-squared value is statistically significant.
This confirms that the model is well specified and that
the independent variables jointly have a significant ef-
fect on wages.

3. Adequacy test: The adequacy of the model is sup-
ported by the fact that observed wage values lie within
the predicted confidence intervals. For example, the
constant term (intercept) has a coefficient of 0.04, which
falls within the 95% confidence interval of [-0.18; 0.26],
indicating that the model is adequate at the 95% confi-
dence level and appropriately captures the baseline wage
level when all independent variables are equal to zero.

4. First Gauss—Markov theorem: The first Gauss—
Markov assumption states that the expected value of the
disturbance term for any observation should be equal
to zero [35].

Based on the Stata software calculations, the mean
of the residuals is —1.9e-15, which is effectively equal to
zero. Therefore, the first Gauss-Markov assumption is
satisfied, as the mathematical expectation of the distur-
bance term corresponds to the average of the residual
values.

5. Second Gauss—Markov theorem (Goldfeld—Quandt
test): The second Gauss—Markov condition states that
the variance of the disturbance term should be constant
across all observations [36].

The Goldfeld-Quandt (GQ) test is applied to verify
whether the second Gauss-Markov condition holds. To
do so, the values of GQ and 1/GQ are compared with the
critical value from the Fisher distribution. Using Stata
and grouping the data by education with OLS regressions,
a GQ statistic of 1.05, a value of 1/GQ equal to 0.95, and
an F critical value of 1.08 are obtained. Since the F criti-
cal value is greater than both GQ and 1/GQ, the model
satisfies the second Gauss-Markov condition, indicating
homoskedasticity.

6. Third Gauss—Markov theorem (Wooldridge test):
The third Gauss—Markov assumption states that the re-
siduals are independently distributed [37].

The Durbin-Watson test is typically applied in OLS
regressions to assess whether the third Gauss—Markov
condition is satisfied. However, to examine autocorrela-
tion in panel data, the Wooldridge test is more appro-
priate. Stata results confirm the absence of first-order
autocorrelation, with F(1, 544) = 28.49 and Prob > F = 0.00.

The results of the R-squared test, F test, adequacy
test, and the first, second, and third Gauss—Markov as-
sumptions indicate that the model is well specified and
robust. Therefore, the findings provide reliable insights
into the empirical relationship between working hours,
education, experience, and wages.

MODERN APPLIED DISCUSSIONS

1. The Relationship and Improvement Framework
Between Working Hours and Wages

Under a simplified assumption, higher working hours
are often associated with higher wages. However, the em-
pirical evidence presented above indicates a statistically
significant negative relationship between annual hours
worked and wages, both with and without control vari-
ables. These results suggest that, while additional work-

ing hours may initially increase earnings, the marginal
benefit of extra hours diminishes rapidly.

For example, Liv Soksan, in accordance with the
standard requirements of his company, works 8 hours
per day but chooses to work 10 or 11 hours due to ad-
ditional financial needs. On the first day of overtime, his
productivity during the 9th hour may remain similar to
previous hours; however, from the 10th hour onward,
productivity and effectiveness begin to decline and con-
tinue to deteriorate in subsequent working periods. This
pattern is likely driven by diminishing returns to labor,
accumulated fatigue, and reduced efficiency at higher
levels of work intensity.

One possible explanation for this counterintuitive
result is that individuals working longer hours may be
employed in lower-paid occupations or may have weaker
bargaining power. Another explanation is potential model
misspecification due to omitted variables that influence
wages. Additionally, the negative coefficient on working
hours may reflect reverse causality, where higher wages
enable individuals to work fewer or more flexible hours.

To develop effective wage determination policies, poli-
cymakers and employers should take these nuances into
account. While productivity incentives and performance-
based rewards remain important, excessive working hours
should be avoided, as they may lead to burnout, lower job
satisfaction, and reduced overall productivity. A balanced
approach that promotes work-life balance, reasonable
working hours, and fair compensation is likely to produce
more sustainable long-term outcomes for both employees
and organizations. Based on these findings, wage deter-
mination policy should:

« introduce regulations or guidelines limiting the
number of working hours per week or month to prevent
excessive workloads and support work-life balance;

« promote flexible working arrangements, such as
flexible schedules, remote work, or compressed work-
weeks, to enhance time management, reduce stress, and
increase productivity and job satisfaction;

« implement performance-based compensation
systems that reward employees based on output rather
than hours worked, encouraging efficiency and higher
performance;

 ensure adequate rest periods, including weekends,
holidays, and annual leave, as these are essential for
physical and mental well-being and contribute to higher
productivity;

« foster a supportive and positive working environ-
ment that prioritizes employee well-being, thereby miti-

improving morale and productivity.
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2. The Relationship and Improvement Framework
Between Education and Wages

The empirical evidence underscores a significant
positive correlation between education and wages. The
three models, both with and without control variables,
consistently reveal a statistically significant and positive
coefficient for the education variable. This finding aligns
with the established economic principle that higher lev-
els of education are associated with higher productivity
and, consequently, higher wages. The inclusion of con-
trol variables in Models 2 and 3 further strengthens the
robustness of the education effect. These results suggest
that individuals with higher levels of education tend to
command higher wages, regardless of other factors such
as working hours and experience.

In today’s rapidly evolving labor market, the integra-
tion of soft skills and digital technologies alongside tra-
ditional academic disciplines is increasingly recognized
as essential for improving employability and support-
ing higher wages. Soft skills, which include interper-
sonal competencies such as communication, teamwork,
problem-solving, and emotional intelligence, are crucial
because they enable individuals to navigate workplace dy-
namics effectively and foster collaborative environments.
Employers often prioritize candidates who demonstrate
these competencies, as they significantly contribute to
organizational culture and productivity. For instance,
a study by the World Economic Forum highlights that
94% of employers consider soft skills critical for workforce
success [38].

On the other hand, proficiency in digital technologies,
ranging from basic computer literacy to advanced data
analysis and programming sKills, is equally important in
an era where technology permeates all sectors. The grow-
ing reliance on digital tools requires employees not only
to understand how to use these technologies but also to
adapt quickly to new innovations. According to a report
by McKinsey & Company, jobs requiring advanced tech-
nological skills are projected to grow significantly faster
than those that do not [39]. Therefore, individuals who
combine academic qualifications with strong soft skills
and technological competencies are better positioned in
the labor market, often achieving higher starting salaries
and greater career advancement opportunities.

Formulating an effective wage determination policy
requires policymakers and employers to consider edu-
cation as a key determinant of wage levels. This can be
achieved through various mechanisms, such as imple-
menting progressive wage scales that reward higher edu-
cational attainment, providing educational subsidies or
incentives to employees, and investing in lifelong learn-

ing opportunities. Additionally, it is important to recog-
nize that returns to education may vary across fields of
study and industries. Therefore, wage policies should also

account for the specific skills and knowledge required

in different occupations. Prioritizing education and in-
vesting in human capital development can help promote

more equitable wage growth and enhance overall eco-
nomic productivity.

3. The Relationship and Improvement Framework
Between Experience and Wages

The empirical analysis presented in this study reveals
a significant positive relationship between labor market
experience and wages. This finding is consistent with
the commonly observed wage-experience profile, where
individuals with greater experience tend to receive high-
er salaries due to accumulated skills, productivity, and
professional networks. The regression results indicate
that as years of experience increase, so does the natural
logarithm of wages. This suggests that employers tend
to reward more experienced employees with higher com-
pensation, reflecting the value they bring to organizations
in terms of expertise, efficiency, and reliability.

Additionally, the inclusion of a squared experience
term indicates that the relationship between experi-
ence and wages is non-linear, with diminishing returns
at higher levels of experience. This implies that while
experience is generally associated with higher wages, the
marginal increase in wages becomes smaller as individu-
als accumulate additional years of experience.

To better illustrate this concept, consider the follow-
ing example. As a recent PhD graduate, Liv Soksan may
start his career with an entry-level salary of $50,000. As
he gains experience over the first few years, moving from
one year to five years, his salary may increase significantly
due to his growing skill set and value to employers. For in-
stance, by year three, he might earn $60,000, and by year
five, $70,000. This initial stage reflects a strong positive
relationship between experience and wages.

However, as Liv Soksan continues to accumulate
experience — reaching 15 or 20 years in his field — the
incremental increases in salary may become less pro-
nounced. For example, after 20 years of work, he might
earn $90,000. In this case, although he has gained an
additional 15 years of experience compared to an ear-
lier stage (from 5 to 20 years), the wage increase from
$70,000 to $90,000 represents only a $20,000 rise, rather
than the larger gains observed earlier. This non-linear
pattern has important implications for career planning
and expectations regarding wage growth over time. Indi-
viduals entering the labor market should recognize that
while experience is crucial for early wage growth, there is
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a point at which additional experience yields diminish-
ing financial returns. This insight may inform decisions
regarding further education or transitions into roles or
industries where skills command higher returns.

These findings have important implications for the de-
sign of effective wage determination policies. First, such
policies should recognize the value of experience and in-
corporate mechanisms that reward employees for tenure
and accumulated skills. This may include seniority-based
pay increases, performance-based bonuses linked to ex-
perience, or structured career progression pathways with
higher compensation at senior levels.

Second, wage policies should account for the non-
linear nature of the experience-wage relationship and
adjust compensation structures accordingly. This may
involve differentiated wage scales across experience levels,
with steeper increases for early-career employees and
more gradual adjustments for highly experienced workers.

Third, policies should recognize the specific skills and
expertise developed through experience and ensure that
these are appropriately valued and rewarded. This may
require periodic job evaluations and skill assessments
to identify employees with specialized knowledge and
competencies.

Finally, wage determination policies should be trans-
parent and clearly communicated to employees, enabling
them to understand how wages are set and how earnings
can increase through experience and skill development.
Taken together, these considerations can support the
development of fair and equitable wage policies that also
promote employee retention and productivity.

4. The Interconnectedness of Working Hours, Edu-
cation, Experience, and Wages: A Novel Framework
for Labor Market Dynamics

Education and working hours are often treated as in-
dependent determinants of wages; however, their inter-
action reveals a synergistic effect that remains underex-
plored in the literature. Highly educated individuals tend
to exhibit higher productivity per hour worked, meaning
that their wage growth is not linearly tied to the number
of hours they work. For instance, a software engineer with
a master’s degree may produce significantly more output
in fewer hours compared to a manual worker with lim-
ited education. This suggests that the marginal utility of
working hours is higher for educated individuals, as they
can leverage cognitive skills and knowledge to enhance
productivity within shorter timeframes.

However, this synergy has limits. Excessive working
hours may generate diminishing returns even for highly
educated workers due to cognitive fatigue and reduced
creativity. This results in a non-linear relationship be-

tween working hours and wages, where the optimal num-
ber of working hours depends on educational attainment.
For example, a highly educated professional may experi-
ence wage growth up to a certain threshold of working
hours, beyond which additional hours generate minimal
or even negative returns due to burnout.

Policymakers should consider education-adjusted
working hour regulations that reflect differences in pro-
ductivity across educational groups. For highly educated
workers, policies may promote flexible work arrange-
ments that allow productivity optimization without ex-
cessive time burden. For less educated workers, policies
should prioritize upskilling programs to improve produc-
tivity within standard working hours and reduce reliance
on overtime.

Experience and education are often treated as parallel
determinants of wage growth; however, their interac-
tion forms a more complex dual pathway. In early career
stages, individuals with higher education but limited ex-
perience may earn less than less-educated but more ex-
perienced workers. Over time, as experience accumulates,
this gap narrows and may eventually reverse, reflecting
the compounding effects of education and experience.

This phenomenon can be described as an experience-
education multiplier effect, where education enhances
the value of experience by enabling individuals to apply
theoretical knowledge more effectively in practical con-
texts. For example, a recent PhD graduate may initially
earn less than a mid-career professional with a bachelor’s
degree. However, as the PhD graduate gains experience,
their ability to apply advanced knowledge accelerates
wage growth, potentially surpassing that of less-educated
but more experienced workers.

This dual pathway highlights the importance of con-
tinuous learning and on-the-job training in maximizing
lifetime wage growth. Governments and organizations
should develop integrated career pathways that combine
education and experience. For instance, apprenticeship
programs that integrate formal education with practi-
cal training could accelerate wage growth among young
workers. In addition, mid-career professionals should
be encouraged to pursue continuous education through
subsidized courses or employer-sponsored training to
ensure that accumulated experience remains relevant in
changing labor markets.

Working hours not only influence immediate earn-
ings but also shape long-term wage trajectories through
experience accumulation. Excessive working hours may
lead to burnout, reducing the quality of experience gained
and limiting skill development. In contrast, moderate
working hours combined with opportunities for reflection
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and learning can enhance the depth and applicability of
experience. This implies that the quality of experience
depends both on the number of hours worked and on
the conditions under which those hours are performed.

For example, a worker consistently engaged in
60-hour workweeks may accumulate more experience
in quantity terms, but the quality of that experience may
decline due to fatigue and limited time for skill refine-
ment. Conversely, a worker with a 40-hour workweek
who participates in training and mentorship may develop
more valuable competencies, leading to stronger long-
term wage growth.

To improve the quality of experience, policymakers
should support structured working hour frameworks that
incorporate dedicated time for learning and skill develop-
ment. For example, organizations may introduce learning
hours within the working week for training, mentorship,
or collaborative development activities. Such measures
would enhance the value of experience and support long-
term wage growth.

Although experience is widely recognized as a key
driver of wage growth, its effect is subject to diminishing
returns that vary across sectors. In knowledge-intensive
industries such as technology and finance, diminishing
returns may be less pronounced due to continuous skill
and technological upgrading. In contrast, in routine-
based sectors such as manufacturing, experience may
yield faster diminishing returns as automation reduces
the value of accumulated task-specific knowledge.

For example, a software engineer with 20 years of ex-
perience may continue to earn high wages due to ongoing
skill adaptation, whereas a manufacturing worker with
similar experience may experience wage stagnation as
their skills become less relevant in automated produc-
tion environments.

Wage policies should therefore be sector-specific. In
knowledge-intensive sectors, wage structures may in-
clude experience-based premiums that reward continu-
ous learning and adaptability. In routine-based sectors,
policies should facilitate transitions into supervisory or
training roles where accumulated experience retains
higher value.

Wages not only reflect the outcomes of education
and experience but also influence future educational
investment decisions. Higher wages increase individuals’
ability to invest in further education, creating a positive
feedback loop between human capital accumulation and
earnings. However, this mechanism is often constrained
by wage inequality, as lower-income workers face lim-
ited access to quality education. For example, higher-
paid individuals may invest in additional certifications

or advanced degrees, further increasing their earning
potential, whereas low-wage workers may be unable to
afford such investments, reinforcing inequality. To sus-
tain the wage-education feedback loop, governments
may implement wage-linked education subsidies. For
instance, individuals below a specified income thresh-
old could receive grants or low-interest loans for higher
education or vocational training. This would enhance
earning potential while contributing to the reduction of
wage inequality.

CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS
This study has provided a comprehensive analysis of the
intricate relationships between working hours, education,
experience, and wages, offering novel insights into the
dynamics of wage determination in modern labor mar-
kets. Our findings underscore the importance of adopting
a multifaceted approach to wage-setting policies — one
that recognizes the interplay among these key determi-
nants and their non-linear effects. The empirical evidence
reveals that while education and experience significantly
enhance wage levels, the relationship between working
hours and wages is more nuanced, with diminishing re-
turns at higher levels of work intensity. Furthermore, the
non-linear relationship between experience and wages
highlights the importance of considering career stages
and sector-specific dynamics in wage determination.

The study also introduces a novel framework that
integrates the synergistic effects of education, experi-
ence, and working hours, offering a more holistic un-
derstanding of labor market dynamics. This framework
emphasizes that the marginal utility of working hours
varies with educational attainment and that the quality
of experience is influenced by both the quantity of hours
worked and the conditions under which those hours are
performed. Additionally, the concept of the experience-
education multiplier effect sheds light on how educa-
tion amplifies the value of experience, particularly in
knowledge-intensive sectors.

Based on these findings, we propose several strategic
education- and work-related policies and recommenda-
tions for formulating equitable and efficient wage de-
termination systems that promote both employee well-
being and organizational success, ultimately contributing
to more resilient labor markets and economic growth in
modern economies. These include:

e Implementing regulations that adjust working
hours based on educational levels, promoting flexible
arrangements for highly educated workers and upskill-
ing programs for less educated workers to enhance pro-
ductivity without excessive overtime.
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» Developing career pathways that combine educa-
tion and on-the-job training, such as apprenticeships, to
accelerate wage growth for young workers and encour-
age continuous education for mid-career professionals.

» Introducing structured working hours that in-
clude dedicated time for skill development and reflec-
tion, such as learning hours, to enhance the quality of
experience and long-term wage growth.

« Tailoring wage policies to reflect the sector-
specific value of experience, incorporating experience-
based premiums in knowledge-intensive sectors and
transitioning workers in routine-based sectors into
more dynamic roles.

» Providing wage-linked education subsidies, such
as grants or low-interest loans, to low-wage workers
pursuing further education, thereby breaking the cycle
of wage stagnation and reducing inequality.

» Adopting performance-based pay systems that
adjust compensation based on the non-linear relation-
ship between experience and wages, offering steeper
increases for early-career employees and more gradual
increases for experienced workers.

» Encouraging flexible work arrangements, such as
remote work and compressed workweeks, to improve
work-life balance, reduce burnout, and enhance em-
ployee satisfaction and productivity.

e Ensuring that wage determination policies are
transparent and effectively communicated to employ-
ees, thereby fostering trust and motivation. Regular job
evaluations and skill assessments should be conducted
to ensure fair compensation based on contributions and
expertise.

While this study provides valuable insights into the
relationship between working hours, education, expe-
rience, and wages, it is important to acknowledge its
limitations. The findings are based on a specific data-
set and may not be generalizable to all contexts. Future
research could explore these relationships in different
countries, industries, and time periods to gain a more
comprehensive understanding. Additionally, incorporat-
ing additional factors such as gender, race, occupation,
technological advancements, and evolving labor market
conditions could provide further insights into the com-
plex determinants of wage inequality.
